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I am writing to you as President of the UNPAA to express the sincere appreciation of the
Committee and all involved in the Australian Peacekeeping Memornial Project (APMP) for the
support that the UNPAA has provided during 2006 to the vision of constructing national
peacekeeping memorial in our nation’s capital. As you are aware, the proposed Australian
Peacekeeping Memorial will be designed to both appropriately commemorate and celebrate all
aspects of Australian peacekeeping. This includes those from the Defence Force, the Federal,
State and Territory Police Forces and Government Agencies who have served and died on
peacekeeping operations commanded or authorized by the United Nations or sanctioned by the
Government of Australia.

The support from the UNPAA has included a donation of $1000. This has assisted the APMP
to become a registered business in the ACT, to build its web site and to purchase members lapel
badges for distribution to APMP members.

As you are aware, the APMP has made considerable progress in establishing itself during 2006.
A Project committee has been convened with duly elected office bearers and representatives
from the Australian Defence Force, the Australian Federal Police, the United Nations
Association of Australia, the Australian Peacekeepers and Peacemakers Veterans Association
(APPVA), the RSL, the United Nations Police Association and a wide range of peacekeeping
veteran and individuals. | am also pleased that former Western Australia Governor and
Peacekeeper, Lieutenant General John Sanderson AC, media commentator Ms Geraldine
Doogue AQ, and the Australian Federal Police Commissioner Mick Keelty APM, have
graciously agreed to be patrons of the Memorial Project. In addition the APPVA, the RSL and
the ADF Chiefs of Staff have all passed resolutions supporting the construction of a national
peacekeeping memorial and endorsing ANZAC Parade as the preferred site. In September
2006, we launched our website at www.peacekeepingmemorial. org au and commenced our
membership drive.

We expect to further progress our vision in 2007. We have recently heard that early this year
the Canberra National Memorials Committee will consider a submission from the National
Capital Authority seeking approval for an Australian Peacekeeping Memorial to be constructed
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
